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Last fall, a jury found Sholom Rubashkin, former Agriprocessors CEO, guilty

on 86 federal financial fraud charges. Now, a judge in the case has announced that
Rubashkin will be sentenced to 27 years in prison and ordered to pay nearly $31 million
in restitution!

This is the culmination of a long, sordid history of financial crimes at the plant as well
as violations against humans and animals dating back to PETA’s original undercover
investigation in 2004.

This undercover investigation exposed that Agriprocessors was hacking out the tracheas
and esophagi of cattle immediately after the kosher slaughter cut, when the animals
were still conscious and able to feel pain. Many animals remained conscious for
prolonged periods, some even struggling to their feet in agony three minutes after their
throats were cut, their organs dangling from their necks.

Dr. Temple Grandin, the world’s leading slaughterhouse expert, called this “the most
disgusting thing [she’d] ever seen.” The USDA agreed with PETA and cited
Agriprocessors for “engaging in acts of inhumane slaughter.” Sholom Rubashkin tried
to defend these egregious methods, but PETA undercover investigations in both 2007
and 2008 caught his facilities again performing dressing procedures on conscious
animals. Dr. Grandin said, “The undercover video clearly showed that when they think
nobody is looking, they do bad things in this plant.”

At least Sholom Rubashkin will not have the opportunity to harm any more animals for
the next 27 years.
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El otofio pasado, un jurado declard culpable a Sholom Rubashkin, exdirector ejecutivo de
Agriprocessors, de 86 cargos federales de fraude financiero. Ahora, un juez del caso ha
anunciado que Rubashkin serd condenado a 27 afos de prisidn y debera pagar casi 31 millones
de dodlares en restitucion.

Esta es la culminacién de un largo y sérdido historial de delitos financieros en la planta, asi
como de violaciones contra personas y animales, que se remonta a la investigacién encubierta
original de PETA en 2004.

Esta investigacion encubierta expuso que Agriprocessors realizaba el corte de traqueay
esdfago del ganado inmediatamente después del corte kosher de sacrificio, cuando los
animales aun estaban conscientes y podian sentir dolor. Muchos animales permanecieron
conscientes durante largos periodos, algunos incluso lograron ponerse de pie con gran agonia
tres minutos después de que les cortaran la garganta, con los drganos colgando del cuello.

La Dra. Temple Grandin, la principal experta mundial en mataderos, calificé esto como "lo mas
repugnante que jamds habia visto". El USDA coincidié con PETA y citd a Agriprocessors por
"participar en actos de matanza inhumana". Sholom Rubashkin intenté defender estos
métodos atroces, pero las investigaciones encubiertas de PETA en 2007 y 2008 sorprendieron
a sus instalaciones nuevamente realizando procedimientos de faenado en animales
conscientes. La Dra. Grandin declaré: "El video encubierto demostré claramente que cuando
creen que nadie los ve, hacen cosas malas en esta planta".

Al menos Sholom Rubashkin no tendra la oportunidad de dafiar a mds animales durante los
proximos 27 afios.
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
